As if that wasn’t enough, she then goes
through each picture again deciding which
photo of each shooter conveys the best image
of the action with the intent of reducing the
number of photos to be submitted to 5 or so of
each shooter.

We also owe a thank you to Wildcat Rose for
providing transportation to Lillian and for do-
ing scribing duties so that as many shooters as
possible could have their photo taken.
